Online Safety

As part of our school’s ongoing commitment to the safety and well-
being of our students, we would like to take this opportunity to
remind everyone about the importance of online safety. With the
increasing amount of time that young people spend online, it's
essential for all of us — both educators and parents — to work
together in guiding our children towards safe and responsible internet
use. While many online platforms provide wonderful oplportunities for
learning and social connection, there are also potential risks that we
should be aware of.

Here are a few ways you can help keep your child safe online:

e Encourage open dialogue: Make sure your child feels comfortable
talking to you about what they see and do online. This allows you to
guide them if they encounter something inappropriate or harmful.

e Monitor and guide online use: Regularly review your child’s social
media activity, websites they visit, and who they are interacting with.
Consider setting boundaries around screen time and device usage.

e Teach online responsibility: Talk to your child about ﬁrivacy, the
importance of not sharing personal information, and the need to
reEort any content or individuals that make them uncomfortable.

e Be aware of new trends: Stay informed about online trends, apps,
and games that your child mi%t be interested in. This can help you
identify potential risks before they become an issue.

e Promote kindness and respect: Remind your child that saying mean
or nasty comments online can hurt others just as much as if they were
said in person. Encourage them to think before they post and to treat
others with the same respect they would want to receive.
