Following this, Belle will gradually be
introduced to spend short periods of time interacting with
children under strict supervision, either in groups or in one-to-
one situations. Belle’s main place of residence is Mr Hanna’s
office, which is secure and separate from the classrooms. 

The Dog Mentor Programme will focus upon training key staff
and Belle to work in a therapeutic capacity. With a background
in teaching and extensive experience as a dog trainer and study
in neuro-linguistic programming, Jenny (our trainer) has  
developed a specialised programme to help train dogs to be a
positive therapeutic intervention in schools.
