We were one of six teams playing football at
Bishop Luffa on 23rd November in a Y3/Y4
tournament. Our strong team shone as they
won all five of their games, pushing
themselves hard to only concede one goal.
We are grateful to the support and
encouragement of the parents that turned out
to stand in the cold, in particular Mr Dutton
who coached the squad to victory!

On Tuesday 4" December, our Y6 squash team competed against
three other schools in a squash-themed semi-final competition at
Chichester Racquet and Squash Club. Showcasing their skills with a
racquet and ball, our team excelled at the front hand drive and the
paired rally, and competed well in new games such as “squetball”
(mixture of squash and netball) and “squicket” (squash and cricket).
We did so well in fact, that we are taking the squad back to the club on
the 11" for the finals.

On Tuesday 11" December, our squash team competed again against Parkland, Funtington and
The March to try and find the best school in the area.
